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Global COE Program “Center for Electronic Devices Innovation”
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Application Guidelines for Overseas Dispatch Support 2011
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Global COE Program “Center for Electronic Devices Innovation” (GCOE CEDI),
based on Division of Electrical, Electronic and Information Engineering, Graduate
School of Engineering, Osaka University, aims to establish an outstanding system for
R&D and education in the area of next-generation electronic devices by constructing a
new platform for education and research based on our prominent seeds at the highest
level in the world without an organizational barrier. Namely, we have established
Innovation-oriented Dynamic Education and Research (IDER) units, which are
characterized by 1) clearly defined objectives (strategic subjects focused on innovation),
2) complementary and cross-disciplinary collaboration units, which actively involve
various research organizations in Japan and abroad with unique technologies, 3) a
dynamically reinforced structure in response to the development of research activities,
and 4) a venue for young researchers to conduct independent activities.

The purpose of this grant program is to support young researchers who
participate in IDER units with expenses for overseas long-term internships, overseas
dispatch for research, and attendance at an international conference abroad.

2. FHEOME Outline

(1) JZE# Requirements for Application
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Applicants need to fulfill all the following requirements:

- To be a student in a doctor course, a post doctor, or an assistant professor in Osaka
University

- To participate in one of the IDER units

- To belong to the participating divisions, which take part in GCOE CEDI.

* Students in a master course can apply for the grant under the following conditions:
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(1) To be expected to go on to the doctor course of Osaka University
(2) To choose Attendance at an International Conference or Dispatch for Research
(3) To submit a letter of reasons for a trip besides required documents.

(2) Jin5ENE Description of Grant
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There are three types of the dispatch: Attendance at an International conference,
Dispatch for Research, and Long-Term Internship.
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Applicants should choose an appropriate one among the above mentioned three types
and submit required documents. Prepare the documents at least 2 months before your
departure in case that the review committee needs longer time to consider an
application. (Deadline: 4 Weeks before the departure, or 1 month and a half if you need
to receive the travel expenses in advance.) It takes about 1 month to make a wire

transfer from the university.
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(3) JREEIZBEEL COHEE A Instructions and Directions for Application
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Applications must get approvals by your supervisor at a laboratory, by your IDER
unit leader, and then by the review committee before accepted.
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If you are granted a financial support by an institution such as JSPS, JST and so on,
make sure by yourself that receiving a grant from the GCOE is NOT in contravention
of regulations of the institution. Inform the GCOE office about your grant even if
there is no problem about getting another financial support.
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Do not make a dispatch disturb your research at the IDER unit. You are not allowed
to receive a remittance of funds for research by GCOE CEDI.
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Participation in the Overseas Dispatch Support program is regarded to deserve
congsideration at the next valuation of your payment rank of Global COE Research
Fellow (RA).
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Submit a report (1-2 sheets of A4 size) within 1 month after the trip. (You can
download a report form from the same webpage as an application form.)
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There can be other obligations such as submission of a certificate of completion,
presentation at a report meeting, writing an article for a news letter, etc.
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A regulation about the dispatch by the GCOE follows the rules of Graduate School of
Engineering, Osaka University.
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If you receive financial support as a GCOE research fellow (RA) or as a GCOE
research assistant (M2) from the GCOE, payment is managed as follows:

1) Attendance at an International Conference --- You cannot work as the research
fellow/assistant during the trip.

2) Dispatch for Research --- You can work during the stay if you report the working
time by a daily or weekly report to the supervisor and the IDER unit leader.

3) Long-Term Internship --- You cannot work as the research fellow/assistant during
the term.
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You must take out insurance regardless of a length of a dispatch period.
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Get means of communication in a foreign country, discussing how to do that with an
GCOE office staff before your departure.
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Make contact and settlement for your visit with an institution by yourself, making a
detailed trip plan under instructions of faculty staffs. (You are to attend guidance on
means of contact, etc.) Note that you must submit the document which shows
acceptance of your visit by the institution at application. Also note that you must
arrange the visit personally. (For example, the review committee does not consider a
lab tour/company field trip by the symposium program as personally arranged.)
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Get information about a situation of public safety and a safety precaution at your
destination, and pay attention to your safety during the trip.
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ONE application is allowed per person in each academic year.
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Note that you must make an acknowledgment to the GCOE in your abstract,
proceeding or paper, except it is prohibited to write it or a length of the abstract is too
short to include it.
